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What's in This Manual

This manual describes the operating features of the Model 97XX-
series Cash Dispenser family.

The setup and operating procedures given in this manual are gen-
erally applicable to any Model 97XX-series Cash Dispenser. If your
Cash Dispenser does not have the ability to perform some of the
features described in this manual, it is because your processor
does not support the feature or the dispenser was purchased with-
out that particular option.

In this manual, the terms Cash Dispenser, Dispenser, or Terminal
are used interchangeably.

Cash Dispenser Families

The 97XX Cash Dispenser family consists of a number of Cash
Dispenser models. The primary diference between the various mod-
els is in the type of dispensing mechanism installed. The dispens-
ing mechanism holds and dispenses currency.

The 97XX family includes the 9700, 9705, 9710 and 9750 Cash
Dispenser series. Each series, such as 9700-Series or 9710-Se-
ries, uses a dispensing mechanism that is unique to that series.

Each model in a model series, such as 9700-Series, uses the same
type of dispensing mechanism, but provides other features that
distinguish it from the other models in the series. The two primary
characteriestics that differentiate the various models in a series
are: 1.) Class of Service and 2.) Security Vault Access Type

Class of Service (Business-vs-Level 1)

The basic Model 97XX is U.L. certified for Business Hours Ser-
vice. This means that the currency should be removed from the
dispenser and stored in a safe location when the business is closed
to the public. Other dispensers in the 97XX family may be U.L.
certified as “Level 1,” providing additional security and the ability
to store currency during non-business hours.

Security Vault Access (Front-vs-Rear)

The basic-model Cash Dispenser is a front-access machine, al-
lowing access to the dispensing mechanism and currency cassettes
from the front (control-panel side) of the unit. The rear-access mod-
els allow equivalent access from the rear of the unit.

WHAT IS A CASH DISPENSER?

A Cash Dispenser offers your custom-
ers the standard services commonly
available from an Automatic Teller
Machine (ATM), such as cash with-
drawals, transfer of funds between
accounts, and balance inquiries.

Once a withdrawal has been com-
pleted, the transaction processor (the
organization that handles the connec-
tion between the terminal and the
banking system “network”) automati-
cally debits the customer’s account.
The processor credits the merchant’s
account for the amount of the with-
drawal plus any surcharge (if appli-
cable) at the end of the business day.

As is typically the case with non-bank
(“retail”-style) ATMs, the Cash Dis-
penser does not accept cash depos-
its.

Standard Features

Standard features of the 97XX Cash Dispenser are summarized in
the following paragraphs.

256-Color Display

The terminal LCD screen can display text and graphics in 256 col-
ors, providing a richer visual experience to the user. Optional mono-
chrome displays supported. ‘

Selectable Background Screen-Graphic

This feature places a user-defined graphical screen or image on
the screen background. Fixed screen elements such as menu but-
tons and labels will “float” above the background graphic. You can
use this feature to enhance the appearance of the display, support
advertising campaigns, branding opportunities, or other purposes.

Voice-Enabled Transactions Headphones are used for voice-
enabled transactions.

The terminal provides voice feedback via an integrated headphone
jack, enabling sight-impaired users to plug in a set of headphones
and receive spoken assistance as they perform a transaction. See
Section 9, Customer Transactions, for more information on this
feature.

MAC Data Encryption Support

The ATM implements support for the Message Authentication Code
(MAC) data encryption protocol. This capability is typically referred
to as “MAC-ing”. NOTE: This feature is currently only available in
the Triton Standard versions of ATM Software.

MACing provides increased protection for message traffic to and
from the ATM.

SPED PIN Entry Device Support
Secure PIN Entry Device (SPED) is an encryption system that of-

fers additional protection for the customer PIN during entry at the
ATM keypad.

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DATAPAK 3000 Communications Protocol
Support

The DATAPAK 3000 protocol enables the ATM to interface with
designated DATAPAK intermediaries (in the Canadian market re-
gion), who in turn provide connectivity to the appropriate transac-
tion processor. NOTE: This feature is only available for use in the
Canadian market.

DATAPAK 3000 connectivity is typically faster and more cost-ef-
fective than a direct dial-up connection between the ATM and the
transaction processor.

Close Scheduling

This function enables the operator of the terminal to establish a
time at which the terminal will automatically initiate a close opera-
tion with the processor. If only manual initiation of a close is de-
sired, this feature can be turned off.

Exit Message

This feature allows a message to be displayed to the customer at
the conclusion of a transaction. The content of the message is
determined by the operator.

Predial Capability

By initiating the call to the processor immediately after the PIN is
keyed in, the actual transaction, once selected, can be completed
more quickly. If desired, the predial capability can be disabled, in
which case the call to the processor will not be made until after the
customer actually chooses a transaction.

Alarm Thresholds

NOTE: This feature must be used in conjunction with Triton Con-
nect version 3.0 or later.

This feature enables the terminal to detect and automatically re-
port the following conditions to a remote personal computer (PC)
that is running Triton Connect (version 3.0 or later):

1.) Thelevel of cash in the cassette has fallen below a pre-defined
threshold.

2.) The number of journal entries has risen above a pre-defined
threshold.

3.) Scheduled transfer of electronic journal data to a remote Triton
Connect host computer. This time can be set at the terminal or
via Triton Connect

Transaction and Account Type Configuration

This feature enables the terminal operator to select the types of
transactions (transfers or balance inquiries) or accounts (savings
or credit card) that will be presented to the customer. This feature
does not affect the availability of checking account withdrawal trans-
actions, which are always presented.

Electronic Journal

The Cash Dispenser features a solid state electronic journal. The
electronic journal is based on proven Triton technology and pro-
vides improved reliability and ease of use.

The details of each transaction are stored in the journal’s memory,
and can be retrieved at a later date. When needed, just the infor-
mation desired can be recalled and a printout of the records made.

Normally, journal data is printed by the unit’s receipt printer, but
with the optional Triton Connect software package the information
can be sent to a remote PC (Personal Computer) for storage and
subsequent analysis.

The information in the electronic journal is maintained in a safe
and secure environment. The journal is physically located in the
lower security cabinet of the unit, making it as secure as the cash
itself. Even after a transaction record has been printed to the re-
ceipt printer, it can still be read and printed again. Old records are
retained in the electronic journal until 2045 records have been
stored, at which time the journal must be printed or cleared.

The software on the terminal makes it easy to retrieve stored infor-
mation as often as necessary. From the operator’s standpoint, use
of the journal is simple. All that is required of the operator is to do
a PRINT JOURNAL command on a regular basis.

Typically, the journal should be printed out whenever a DAY CLOSE
is completed, although this is not a requirement.

When the PRINT JOURNAL command is selected, only the records
acquired since the last PRINT JOURNAL command will be printed.
Therefore, you don't have to keep track of what record was printed
last, because the terminal does it for you.
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If the printed copy of a group of records is accidentally lost or de-
stroyed, or the receipt printer runs out of paper before completely
printing a group of records, it is a simple matter to reprint them,
since they remain stored in the journal (until overwritten, as ex-
plained earlier).

Distributor EPROM Access With Challenge

This feature provides increased security by allowing each distribu-
tor to select their own unique EPROM access code for each termi-
nal they sell or service. Procedures for entering and changing the
EPROM Access Code are contained in the Cash Dispenser Instal-
lation and Service Manual.

Status Monitoring

This feature (not available with all versions of the terminal’s oper-
ating software) allows information about the operational status of
the terminal to be provided to the processor. The feature is acti-
vated using the terminal’'s Management Functions.

Language Option

The Cash Dispenser has a screen language option. This option
allows the terminal user to select a preferred language (such as
Spanish) when beginning an ATM transaction.

International Monetary Support

This feature allows installation and service personnel to select one
of a number of monetary symbols (suchasC, ¢, $, f, L, Pt., £, Q,
¥) that describe the type of currency that will be dispensed by the
Cash Dispenser. The default symbol can be viewed and changed
through the Management Functions.

Six-Digit Amount Entry Fields

U.S. domestic versions of the terminal operating software allow up
to six digits to be entered in all fields where a cash amount is ex-
pected. Some international versions of the software allow extended
field-lengths (see Extended Fields).

Receipt Printer Paper Low Option
This features allows the end user to determine whether or not the

terminal is allowed to continue processing transactions when the
receipt printer paper is low.

\
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Graphics Memory

The terminal is equipped with dedicated Graphics Memory, which
enables graphical Ad screens to be downloaded and displayed on
the Cash Dispenser’s LCD screen.

AD Screens

An Ad Screen is a promotional or advertising graphic that is dis-
played on the Cash Dispenser LCD screen. It is displayed alter-
nately with the Customer Welcome screen graphic (while the ter-
minal is idle) and while a customer transaction is being processed.
Triton Connect Software Release 1.8 or higher is required to sup-
port the use of AD Screens.

Text-Based AD Screens

Text-based AD Screens can be displayed to the customer while
the terminal is performing a transaction. A maximum of four text-
based ads can be displayed during the interval that the “Transac-
tion Processing - Please Wait” message screen is being shown to
the customer. Each ad consists of up to eight lines of text, and
each ad can be displayed for an operator-specified duration.

The messages are created and downloaded to the terminal using
Triton Connect Software Release release 1.8 or above.

Receipt Printer Graphics

Triton Connect Software Release 1.8 or higher allows a bit-mapped
graphic image in “.bmp” format to be downloaded to the terminal.
This graphic is printed on the receipt when the PRINTED GRAPHIC
option is enabled through the Management Functions. This fea-
ture utilizes the Cash Dispenser’s Graphics Memory.

Prize Coupons Option

The Cash Dispenser may be configured to award “prize coupons”
to customers on a random chance or a withdrawal amount-deter-
mined basis. Coupons are awarded as printed messages pre-
sented to the customer on a separate receipt. The messages con-
sist of four lines of text, with up to 40 characters in each line. The
text of the message is entered from the terminal’s keypad.

There are two methods of awarding coupons. The RANDOM ap-
proach awards coupons randomly within a specified percentage
range (such as 3% of transactions) set in the management Func-
tions.

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The LEVEL approach awards a coupon to each customer that with-
draws an amount equal to or greater than a specific dollar value
that is set in the Management Functions.

When a coupon is awarded, the cash dispenser beeps a distinc-
tive tone, displays a message to alert the customer and prints a
coupon after the money is dispensed (but before the customer re-
ceipt is printed). The prize coupon is printed on a separate receipt
and a full cut is made between the coupon and the customer re-
ceipt.

Receipt Option

This feature gives customers the option of receiving or not receiv-
ing a receipt after completing a withdrawal transaction. The fac-
tory default for the RECEIPT OPTION is disabled, meaning a re-
ceipt will always be issued after each withdrawal transaction.

If the RECEIPT OPTION is enabled, the customer is given the
option of choosing to receive or not receive a printed receipt at the
end of the withdrawal transaction. If the customer fails to make a
choice, the receipt will be printed automatically after a 40-second
delay.

Triton Connect

Triton Connect is an optional software package available through
your service provider that facilitates remote data retrieval and moni-
toring of your Triton Systems Cash Dispenser. The advantages of
this feature are reduced service calls and simplified terminal con-
figuration changes, which in turn provides more immediate and
economical service for you.

The Triton Connect software runs on a remote host computer, and
uses standard dial-up telephone lines to access and monitor the
terminal. Triton Connect operates by dialing up the terminal and
retrieving its data.

The Triton Connect host computer can monitor your Cash Dispenser
24 hours a day, seven days a week, and can receive an incoming
call from the Cash Dispenser if there is a system error or service is
required.

The Terminal Configuration options in the Management Functions
area enable you to activate or deactivate Triton Connect access to
the terminal.

Key information about the status of the terminal is collected and
stored at a central location by your service provider.

WHAT IS TRITON CONNECT?

Triton Connectis PC (Personal Com-
puter) based software that enables
you to remotely your terminals.

Triton Connect increases efficiency
and reduces costs associated with
managing terminals. Significant ad-
vantages include:

Operation on a single, stand-alone PC
or in a networked environment

Can perform a wide range of moni-
toring and control functions from a
central location.

Supports CDPD (cellular-wireless),
dial-up and satellite communications
with remote terminals.
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With this data, customer transaction reports can be developed that
make it easy to monitor your Cash Dispenser’s performance, sched-
ule cash replenishment, and provide instant status for service dis-
patch should a problem occur.

Extended Amounts

The standard length of a currency amount entry field is 6 charac-
ters in U. S. domestic versions of the terminal operating software.
In some international applications this length is insufficient to allow
the entry of the full range of monetary values available in the local
currency type. The Extended Amounts feature allows the selection
of 12-character currency amount entry fields for those applications
that require it.

Once selected, the Cash Dispenser can accept the entry of ex-
tended amounts for customer withdrawal and transfer transactions.
The feature is activated using the terminal’'s Management Func-
tions.

Date/Time Format

This option allows the operator to select either MM/DD/YY or DD/
MM/YY as the format the terminal will use when printing receipts
and other reports.

Dispense Counter

This features counts the number of bills that have been dispensed

from the currency cassette and prints the total on the Receipt Printer

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Introduction

This chapter describes the basic operation of the terminal. The
following topics are covered:

1.) Menu-Based Operation. This section gives a general overview
of the terminal display interface.

2.) Keypad Operation. Describes the layout and use of the display
and alphanumeric keypads.

3.) Changing to Management Functions. Describes how to
access the terminal’'s Management Functions.

Menu-based Operation

The terminal operates as a menu driven system. Messages and
menu options presented on the LCD display screen guide the user’s
actions. The desired menu option is selected by pressing one of
the screen keys located to the left and right of the display. For the
purpose of security many screens timeout after a preset time inter-
val, usually 30 seconds. The timeout length may vary depending
on the function being performed.

When a screen timeout occurs, a screen is presented which asks
the user if more time is needed. If the user chooses NO, the Cus-
tomer Welcome screen will be presented. If YES is chosen, the
user is returned to the function that was active prior to the timeout.
If the user does not make a selection within an additional 30-
second countdown period the terminal will automatically go to the
Customer Welcome screen.

When the unit is turned on, the dispenser will beep once and the
Top Menu, shown in Figure 2-1, will appear on the display screen
after a few seconds. From the Top Menu, you can either:

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Keypad Operation

See Figure 2-2. The user interface of the terminal consists of the
LCD display and 24 rubber keys on three keypads. The primary
menu navigation keys are arranged in two four-key groups, one
group on either side of the LCD display. The main keypad consists
of 10 alphanumeric keys, two arrow keys and four large control
keys, all located in a 16-key group beneath the LCD display.

All of the keys that a customer would use to conduct transactions
have an integral raised Braille symbol to conform to the require-
ments of the Americans with Disabilities Act. To activate a key,
press it until a beep is heard. If the key does not beep, it means
that the key is not active for the current function, or the key was not
pressed firmly enough.

The entry of numeric characters via the keypad is straightforward:
simply press the desired key. However, in certain management
function screens it may be necessary to enter alphabetic charac-
ters, a procedure that requires a little more explanation. On such
screens a flashing cursor will be evident on the display, represent-
ing the location where the next character you enter will be dis-
played. To enter a letter or punctuation mark, you will first press
the <CTRL> key (the blank key in the lower right-hand corner of
the keypad), and then you will press the number that has the letter
or other character you want.

Each of the numbered keys (<0> through <9>) has six characters
available. See Figure 2-3, Alphanumeric Keypad, and Table 2-1,
Keypad Characters. On most of these keys (<2> through <9>), the
first three of the available characters are alphabetic, and are printed
on the keycap above the number character. Two keys, the <0> and
<1>, are different. The <0> key does not show any additional char-
acters, while the <1> key shows two alphabetic characters (‘\QZ’).

The first character on the first key (0-9) you press after the <CTRL>
key will be displayed at the current cursor position. Pressing the
same key repeatedly will cycle the displayed letter through the avail-
able character choices for that key (X1-X6). When the desired
character is displayed, press the <RIGHT ARROW?> key to ‘lock it
in’and move the cursor to the next position. Repeat these steps to
enter the next character.

The <RIGHT ARROW> and <LEFT ARROW> keys are used in
most alphanumeric data entry situations. The <LEFT ARROW> is
used to back up and erase a character. The <RIGHT ARROW> is
used to lock in a character. These keys will auto-repeat if held
down for more than one second.

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Accessing Management Functions

You can enter the terminal MANAGEMENT FUNCTIONS main
menu screen by performing any one of the three procedures listed
below:

1. Ifthe Customer Welcome screen is being displayed, press and
hold down the <CTRL> key; while holding down the <CTRL>
key, press the <1> key. Release both keys. After a moment
the Top Menu screen (shown in Figure 2-1) will be displayed.
Select the MANAGEMENT FUNCTIONS option.

2. Reset the terminal by removing and reapplying power to the
terminal. When the Top Menu is displayed select
MANAGEMENT FUNCTIONS.

3. Remove and then reapply power to the terminal using the ON/
OFF switch located on the right side of the card cage inside
the upper enclosure of the terminal. When the Top Menu is
displayed select MANAGEMENT FUNCTIONS.

The Top Menu allows you to choose one of two options, CUS-
TOMER TRANSACTIONS or MANAGEMENT FUNCTIONS. Se-
lecting CUSTOMER TRANSACTIONS changes the display to the
Customer Welcome screen so the terminal is ready to perform
customer transactions. Selecting MANAGEMENT FUNCTIONS
opens the password screen, which in turn provides access to menus
that are used for changing or viewing terminal parameters.

Whenever the MANAGEMENT FUNCTIONS choice is selected,
the terminal will ask for a password to be entered. For a first-time
configuration, enter the default MASTER PASSWORD of '123456’
on the keypad and then press the <ENTER> key. This ‘default’
password will be valid until it is changed.

*NOTE*

The operator of the terminal must change the MAS-
TER PASSWORD to a new password when the instal-
lation is complete.

The Top Menu serves an alternative purpose in the event of a ma-
chine malfunction or other error condition. Such conditions are nor-
mally reported by an “OUT OF SERVICE” message screen. The
typical response to this message is to reset the terminal. After re-
setting the terminal the Top Menu screen will display any appli-
cable status messages and error code numbers.

\
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The two options presented in such instances will be RESET ER-
ROR and MANAGEMENT FUNCTIONS. Press RESET ERROR
to attempt to clear the error, or enter the MANAGEMENT FUNC-
TIONS area, as desired. See Section 8, Error Recovery, for more
information.

Each area consists of one or more individual parameters. In terms
of Cash Dispenser operation, the importance level of individual
parameters within a category can be described as Critical, Re-
quired, Important, or User-Defined.
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Parameter Importance Levels

Critical

The parameters with this importance level are primarily those that
represent the minimum number of parameters that must be cor-
rectly configured in order to process transactions. In addition, be-
cause of the importance of protecting access to the Cash Dispenser
Management Functions, the access password parameters are also
included in this category. The primary parameters in this category
include various Communications and Security (including access
password) parameters.

Required

These parameters further satisfy your transaction processor’s setup
or operational requirements. Parameters in this area define the
ability of your Cash Dispenser to offer various types of transac-
tions, to correctly present those transactions to the customer and
to accurately record those transactions. Surcharging, Currency,
Cassette and Transactions parameters fall into this category.

Important

These parameters are used to manage transaction activity record-
keeping, enable remote monitoring of Cash Dispenser operation,
and to ensure receipts and other records are accurately annotated
with the correct date and time. Status Monitoring, Close and Date/
Time parameters are included in this category.

User-Defined

These parameters are configured at your discretion, and are used
to customize the appearance and functionality of the Cash Dis-
penser to meet the unique language needs of your intended cus-
tomers, adjust user interface appearance, satisfy advertising or
promotional requirements, or meet other locale-specific require-
ments. The management of optional features is also included in
this area. Languages, Receipts, Coupons, Messages, Ad Screens,
User Interface and Options parameters fall into this category.

NOTE: The importance-level of individual parameters as described
in this manual is provided as a general guide, to assist you in un-
derstanding and prioritizing the setup requirements of your Cash
Dispenser. If, after evaluating your unique requirements, you feel
that a parameter is more (or less) important to your particular needs,
you are free to treat that parameter accordingly.
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Cash Dispenser Setup Parameters

Tables 3-1 through 3-4 list Critical, Required, Important and User
Defined parameters, respectively. Each table lists the applicable
Cash Dispenser model series (9700+, for example, represents the
9700-Series product line), Parameter Category, Name and Page
Number (in Section 5, Management Functions) of each parameter
listed. In most cases the factory default value for each parameter
is also provided.

IN TABLE 3-1, CRITICAL SETUP PARAMETERS, THE
NAMES OF THOSE PARAMETERS THAT ARE TYPI-
CALLY THE MINIMUM NUMBER REQUIRED IN ORDER
TO PERFORM A TRANSACTION HAVE BEEN HIGH-
LIGHTED. CHECK WITH YOUR TRANSACTION PRO-
CESSOR FOR YOUR SPECIFIC REQUIREMENTS!

IMPORTANT: Although many of the Cash Dispenser’s parameters
have been set at the factory, it is important to verify that the set-
tings are appropriate for your needs. Change the factory default
values as necessary to reflect the actual settings you require.

Removing the Currency Cassette

removing the note cassette! Removing the note
cassette while the machine is in operation
(processing customer transactions, performing
close operations, etc.) can cause the terminal to
enter an “Out of Service” condition!

Open the outer fascia panel to gain access to the
security container door, using the key lock on the
front of the panel. Open the combination lock on
the security container door and open the door to
gain access to the dispensing mechanism.

Some cabinets employ a slide-rail mounting
system. On these cabinets, two levers are used
to release the slide-tray lock, allowing the slide
tray to be pulled out. Lift up on the locking levers
that are on either side of the front edge of the
dispenser slide tray and carefully slide the tray
out to the access position.

The report printed by the TRIAL CLOSE is used to balance your
Cash Dispenser before you actually balance with your processor.
It contains information obtained from the processor and informa-
tion that is obtained from the terminal itself.

Typically, you would do a TRIAL CLOSE to get the totals from the
Cash Dispenser.

The report shows the total number of customer transactions (With-
drawals, Inquiries and Transfers) recorded by the host processor
and the terminal since the last Day Close was performed. The two-
column format allows the host and terminal totals in each category
to be easily compared. The ‘Settlement $' value is the host
processor’s record of the total currency dispensed from the termi-
nal since the last Day Close was performed.

ERROR CONDITIONS:

A call to the processor host computer is required to complete the
operation. If the call to the host is not completed successfully, a
warning (**HOST TOTALS NOT RECEIVED***) will be printed on
the report.

DESCRIPTION:

The HEARTBEAT MESSAGE feature is designed to provide a
means of reporting communications system status to the host pro-
cessor.

Status reporting by dial-up ATMs is now the norm, but the single
most important feature that cannot be monitored is the communi-
cations status. The absence of transactions from a particular ter-
minal can means one of two things. Usually the lack of calls indi-
cates nothing more than a slow period. Sometimes, though, a
piece of the communications system will fail and inhibit any calls
from being made. The host has no way of determining which sce-
nario is occurring in any kind of real-time mode. The Heartbeat
Message overcomes this limitation.

When this feature is ENABLED, the terminal will call the host after
a period of inactivity. During this call, the terminal will request a
COMMS KEY DOWNLOAD (the normal configuration download
request), and will also report status (if the STATUS MONITORING
function is ENABLED). This allows the host to determine if a par-
ticular terminal is still in operation, even though it may not be per-
forming any transactions at the time. With this feature enabled,
the host can finally monitor communications system failures.

The Heartbeat Message feature on the Cash Dispenser has sev-
eral parameters that must be set to operate properly. These pa-
rameters are:

1. HEARTBEAT MESSAGE. This parameters turns on or off the
regular call to the host.

2. DELAY PERIOD. This parameter sets the time interval that
must expire before a Heartbeat Message will be sent. It is
specified in minutes.

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Once the Heartbeat Message call feature is enabled at the termi-
nal, an internal timer will be initialized to the number of minutes set
in the DELAY PERIOD parameter at system power-up and after a
reset. This timer is restarted each time a call is made to the host.
A call to the host is defined as any transaction, including financial,
balancing and configuration that actually communicates with the
host to the point that the Terminal ID is recognized. A customer
transaction that is declined will reset the timer, while a call that fails
because the host phone number was busy would not.

It is important to remember that as long as transactions are being
done on the terminal on a regular basis, Heartbeat Message calls
will not be made. The sole purpose of these calls is to let the host
know that the terminal is OK when it is NOT performing regular
transactions.

Because the primary purpose of the Heartbeat Message call is to
let the host know everything is all right, a Heartbeat Message call
that DOES NOT succeed for any reason is not retried. If the call
does fail, the interval timer will be reset and the terminal will re-
main in service.

While the concept of the Heartbeat Message call is simple, inter-
preting the absence of an expected call must be explained. Listed
below are reasons why Heartbeat Message calls will not be re-
ceived at the host either when expected or at all.

Feature Not Turned On

Obviously, if the feature in not enabled, no Heartbeat Message
calls will be made.

Terminal is Doing Transactions

If the terminal does at least one regular customer transaction or
balancing transaction before the interval timer, no Heartbeat Mes-
sage call will be made.

Terminal is in Management Function Mode

Heartbeat Message calls are suspended while the terminal is in
the Management mode, although the interval timer continues to
run. If the timer expires while the terminal is in this mode, the call
will be delayed until the terminal returns to the normal service mode.

Terminal is Out of Service
When the terminal goes out of service, one Heartbeat Message

callis made. After that call, all further calls are suspended until it is
returned to normal service.

\
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Terminal is Turned Off or Power Has Failed

If the terminal is turned off, no calls will be made. While an obvious
point, it means that for this feature to be of any value, the terminal
must always remain on.

Communications System Has Failed

A failure of any piece of the communications system will result in
missed calls. This includes the terminal modem, the phone line to
the terminal, and any intermediate telecommunications providers.

Terminal Was Reset or Power Cycled

Since the interval timer is reset when the terminal is reset, a sched-
uled call may not occur at the expected time.

To realize the benefits of the Heartbeat Message, the host must be
programmed to monitor the interval between calls from the termi-
nal. Itisimportant to note, though, that the host interval threshold
should be set to a value greater than that programmed at the ter-
minal. A practical guideline is at least twice the terminal interval.
This allows for Heartbeat Message calls that are delayed because
the terminal is in Management mode, or calls skipped because of
a system reset.

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Cleaning the Enclosure

The Cash Dispenser front panel is highly durable, resisting
scratches and finger smudges. However, occasional cleaning of
the front panel and the plastic enclosure may be desirable.

Fig. 8-1.The OUT OF SERVICE
screen is displayed if the terminal
detects an error condition.

3. Before leaving the Management Functions main menu screen.
4. After every transaction.

An error detected during a status check will place the dispenser in
an “OUT OF SERVICE” mode of operation and display the mes-
sages shown in Figure 8-1 on the LCD display screen.

Many error conditions require the assistance of a qualified service
technician to return the Cash Dispenser to normal operation. But
there are some actions that the end user can perform to confirm
the existence of a problem or correct simple problems.

Table 8-1, Error Codes / Recovery Procedures, provides a list of
error conditions that can cause the Cash Dispenser to enter an
“OUT OF SERVICE" condition. The table, which spans pages 4
through 7, lists the error codes, a description of each error mes-
sage and provides a number reference to a recommended recov-
ery procedure that suitable for non-service personnel to perform.
The recommended recovery procedures themselves are listed on
pages 8 through 21.

Many of the procedures direct you to RESET the Cash Dispenser
as the first step. This action may be all that is necessary to clear
the error indication. In other cases further actions may be neces-
sary. If necessary, you will be told to contact your service provider.

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Resetting the Cash Dispenser

In the “OUT OF SERVICE” mode of operation the dispenser will
not respond to any inputs to the keypad or card reader.

Try to return the dispenser to normal operation by performing a
RESET. To do this, open the top enclosure access door (see CAU-
TION) and turn the AC Power Switch OFF for a few seconds, then
turn it back ON.

After resetting the Cash Dispenser, the RESET ERROR/MANAGE-
MENT Menu (refer to Figure 8-2.) is displayed on the LCD display
screen. This menu allows you to perform two actions:

1. Enter MANAGEMENT mode.
2. RESET the error that caused the OUT OF SERVICE condition.

After selecting the RESET ERROR option, and if no additional er-
ror conditions exist, the CUSTOMER WELCOME screen should
appear. At this point one further step is usually recommended to
confirm that the dispenser is working normally, and that is to per-
form a TEST DISPENSE. The success of this operation is usually
a good indication that the overall dispenser control system and
dispensing mechanism are working normally.

It is possible that more than one error condition exists. In these
cases, after resetting the original error message (or after perform-
ing a TEST DISPENSE) a different error message may be dis-
played. Address each error message according to the instructions
given in Table 8-1, until all problems have been corrected and the
Cash Dispenser has been restored to normal operation, or you are
instructed to contact your service organization.

Miscellaneous Error Codes

Table 8-2, Miscellaneous Error Codes, lists miscellaneous error
codes not included in Table 8-1, Error Recovery Procedures. It is
recommended that troubleshooting of these error conditions be
coordinated through your service provider.

Introduction

The daily operation of the Cash Dispenser is quite simple and
straightforward. Once the terminal has been properly configured
(see Section 3, Setup), the only management functions that will be
used on a regular basis are the CLOSE and JOURNAL functions
(see Section 5, Management Functions).

This section discusses the day-to-day operation of the Cash Dis-
penser from a customer standpoint.

Customer Transactions

A customer begins a transaction on the Terminal by inserting their
ATM card into the card reader of the terminal. The card must be
inserted so that the magnetic stripe can be scanned by the card
reader’s sensor. If the customer inserts the card incorrectly, a
warning message will be displayed, accompanied by several beeps
to get their attention.

If there is a problem reading a card, make sure it is being inserted
correctly. Most problems are the result of inserting the card incor-
rectly.

Once the card has been read in successfully, a surcharge screen,
if applicable, may be displayed (the surcharge screen may be dis-
played at the end of the customer’s transaction selection). The
customer must then enter his secret Personal Identification Num-
ber, or PIN or code. Once the PIN has been entered, the transac-
tion type and account are selected, and the desired amount of the
transaction, if needed. The transaction will be processed, typically
in a matter of seconds.

If the transaction was processed successfully, the customer is
prompted to retrieve the requested cash (for withdrawal transac-
tions) and/or the applicable transaction receipt, as needed. If the
transaction was declined, a short receipt indicating the problem is
printed.

Figures 9-1, Transaction Flow shows the sequence of screens and
operations that would be presented during typical Withdrawal,
Transfer and Balance Inquiry transactions. Table 9-1, Transaction
Flow Description, provides an explanation of each step of the se-
quence shown in Figure 9-1.

Voice-Enabled Transactions

The terminal provides voice feedback via an integrated output jack,
enabling sight-impaired users to plug in a set of headphones and
receive spoken instructions to assist them in using the Cash Dis-
penser. Figure 9-2, Headphone Jack Location, shows the location
of the headhone jack on the Cash Dispenser.

Araised symbol helps a user locate the headphone jack. The Cash
Dispenser will automatically detect when a headphone has been
plugged into the jack, and will immediately switch into voice mode.
Initially, a brief spoken tutorial will orientate the customer to the
Cash Dispenser control panel interface. Once the customer be-
gins atransaction, spoken prompts will provide feedback and guide
the customer through the successful accomplishment of the trans-
action.

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About the Dial

There are two marks on the dial ring (see drawing). The index at
the top is used for opening the lock, The index 30 degrees to the
left is used only when changing the combination.

The dial should always be turned slowly and evenly. Arevolution is
counted each time the selected number is aligned with the open-
ing index. DO NOT TURN THE DIAL BACK TO COMPENSATE
FOR OVER DIALING A NUMBER. If, when dialing the combina-
tion, any number is turned beyond the index, the entire sequence
must be repeated.

Locks are shipped on a factory setting of ‘50°. To unlock, turn the
dial to the left (counterclockwise) FOUR turns, stopping on ‘50'.

Then, turn the dial to the right until the bolt is retracted.

3. Turn the dial to the LEFT, stopping when ‘50’ is aligned with |
the opening index, the SECOND time.

4. Turn the dial slowly to the RIGHT until the bolt retracts. Y

To Lock

Turn the dial to the LEFT at least four full revolutions. RN

Changing the Combination

Select three new numbers. DO NOT use any number between 1
and 20 for the last number.

For maximum security, do not use numbers that end in 0 or 5, and
do not use numbers in sequence: e.g., '27-48-86' is not as good as
'27-86-48". Perform the following steps:

1. Dial the existing combination on the opening index (see steps
1-2-3 above, or the directions for opening when on the factory
setting). Open door of container.

2. Dial the existing combination again, using the changing index.

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With the last number set at the changing index, hold the dial
securely and insert the change key in the keyhole in the back
of the lock. Make sure the wing is entirely inside the lock and
comes to a positive stop (see Figure 1) before turning the key.

FWARNING**

NEVER INSERT THE CHANGE KEY IN THE LOCK WHEN
THE COVER IS REMOVED. BEFORE TURNING THE
CHANGE KEY, MAKE SURE THE WING OF THE KEY IS
FULLY INSERTED INTO THE LOCK.

Turn key one-quarter turn to the LEFT (see Figure 1). With the
change key in this position, set the new combination as follows:
turn the dial to the LEFT, stopping when the first number of the
new combination aligns with the changing index the FOURTH
time.

Turn dial to the RIGHT, stopping when the second number is
aligned with the changing index, the THIRD time.

Turn the dial to the LEFT, stopping when the third number is
aligned with the changing index, the SECOND time. Holding
the dial in this position, turn the change key back to the RIGHT
and remove it. (See Figure 2.) The new combination you have
chosen is now set in the lock,

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Entering the Combination

The electronic lock combination consists of six digits. Upon ar-
rival, the combination of the lock should already be set at 1-2-3-4-
5-6. After installation of the safe has been completed,

1. Enter the preset combination and check for proper operation.
After each keypress, the lock will beep. After the final digit has
been entered, the lock will beep twice, and the open period will
begin.

2. When a valid combination has been entered, the operator will
have approximately 3 seconds to open the lock.

3. To open the lock, turn the dial clockwise.

4. Atfter the lock is opened, the door latch may be turned and the
safe opened.

Changing the Combination

To change the combination of the lock, simply follow these direc-
tions.

* Enter six zeros.

< Enter the current combination. (Initially set at 1-2-3-4-5-6)

* Enter the new combination twice.

e The combination is now changed. Enter the new combination
to open the lock.

Lockout Feature

The lock includes a WRONG TRY PENALTY lockout feature that
prevents entry from unauthorized personnel. This feature performs
as follows:

< Entry of four consecutive invalid combinations will disable the
lock for 5 minutes.

e During this lockout period, the panel LED will flash every 10
seconds. During this time no other combination entries will
be allowed.

< Atthe end of the lockout period, if two more consecutive invalid
combinations are entered, the 5-minute lockout period will
restart.

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Bad Battery/Battery Replacement

If the lock beeps repeatedly while open, or beeps twice and re-
fuses to open, the 9-volt battery, located in the battery box on
the inside of the door, is weak or dead and needs to be replaced.

Note: If the lock will not operate (i.e. no signal from the panel when
a button is pressed) while the door is closed and locked, the bat-
tery is dead and the lock must be energized from the two external
terminals on the front, right side of the push-button panel.

To energize the lock, connect a 9-volt battery across the external
terminals with the negative terminal of the battery facing up. Con-
tinue to hold the battery against the terminals as you enter
the combination and open the lock.

Follow these steps to replace a battery:

1. Open the ATM vault door. If the battery box is visible on the
back panel of the door, continue with Step 2, below. If the
battery box is not visible, the bolt-works panel must be
removed. Remove the eight screws from the bolt-works panel
on the back side of the door. The battery box will be visible.

2. Pull gently on the front cover of the battery box and slide the
cover off.

3. Remove the old battery. Install a new battery and replace the
front cover.

4. \Verify the lock is working correctly.
5. Ifthe bolt-works panel was removed in Step 1, replace the

panel and secure it in place using the eight installation
screws. Close and lock the ATM vault door.
